Review of the Annual Administrative Report of the Higher Education Department
for the year 2016-17

The Haryana State has witnessed manifold increase in the field of Higher Education,
quantitatively as well as qualitzatively since st November, 1966. The graph of expansion of
Higher Education kept moving upward during 2016-17 also. The institutional capacity of the
state has increased, which has facilitated expansion of education especially in rural areas. The
state Higher Education has become hi-tech and is reaping the benefits of advanced technology.

During 2016-17, a total amount of Rs. 1,36,969.00 lacs was spent on Higher Education,
Rs. 85,791.62 lacs on non-plan side, Rs. 51,177.38 lacs on plan side was spent. Seven State
Universities namely M.D.U. Rohtak, K.U. Kurukshetra, C.D.L.U. Sirsa, B.P.S M.V. Khanpur
Kalan, Sonepat, Indira Gandhi University, Meerpur, Rewari, Chaudhary Ranbir Singh
University, Jind, Chaudhary Bansi Lal University, Bhiwani have been providing higher
education in the state.

During 2016-17, 207 collegés and 7 State Universities imparted education to 5.11,568
students and these were served by 6,142 Assistant Professor / Associate Professors / Professors.

Stipends were provided to students belonging to S.C. category and weaker sections of the
society. Various schemes are also being run to provide financial help to meritorious students and
brilliants students so that these students can complete their education. During the year 2016-17
an amount of Rs. 1,17,52,83,000/- was spent amongst 1,18,328 students under various
scholarship Schemes.

During reporting period i.e. 2016-17, there was provision of Rs. 130.00 lacs for the 'Earn
while you learn' Scheme.

Under various Human Resource Development Schemes, seminars, refresher courses and
orientation courses were sponsored by the department in different colleges. The budget allotted
for the scheme “Human Resource Development” was Rs.100.00 lacs.

N.C.C. and N.S.S. programmers are being run in the state with the aim of bringing all
round development of N.C.C. cadets/ N.S.S volunteers. An amount of Rs. 16,52,10,000/- was
allotted for the N.S.S.Units. The enrolled strength of N.S.S. volunteers was 1,05,100 and a total

budget of Rs 2,63,86,250/- was provided for conducting N.S.S. programmes in the State.
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Total of 27 Libraries functioned at the State, District and Sub division level in the State in
2016-17. One Central State Library, 19 District Library and 7 Sub divisional Libraries
disseminated knowledge and inculcated the reading habits in general public. A sum of Rs. 75.00
lacs were spent for book, furniture etc. of these Library. Besides, to strengthen the services of
Libraries in 110 Govt. Colleges, a sum of Rs. 250.00 lacs was allotted.

Sh. Ram Bilas Sharma has been the Education Minister during 2016-17. In the said
period, Sh. Vijay Vardhan, TAS, Additional Chief Secretary .and Dr. Mahavir Singh, TAS,
Principal Secretary Higher Education held the office of Principal Secretary to Government of
Haryana, Higher Education Department. During the reporting period, Sh.Vikas Yadav IAS,
Mohammed Shayin, IAS and A. Shreenivas, IAS held the office of Director Higher Education,

Haryana from time to time.
